Scope:

This special course will provide an overview of the current status of basic and clinical research in rheumatology, focusing   particularly on developments in the past decade, during which there has been an explosion of new information in this field. Part of the lectures will focus on biologic processes underlying rheumatic diseases while the others will analyze developments in specific rheumatic diseases. This course will provide both researchers and clinicians with a comprehensive understanding of current knowledge on the scientific basis of rheumatology.  Emphasis will be on simple-but not simplistic-presentations highlighting the principles of the field at the level that the average non-academic rheumatologist can understand. The clinical implications of the basic research and their application to daily practice will be an essential component of this course.
